Estates Winery is separating the cost for dinner from the wine pairing (but will still 
provide suggestions for wine pairing with our meal). They are setting up a "Cash Bar" 
for us so everyone can buy whatever beverages they want.   As a result, the cost will 
now be $107 (including gratuity) and Vic will be providing refunds for the cost 
associated with ‘wine pairing’ ($35 pp). 
 
The winery tour/wine sampling/light snacks is also optional but Georgia at Peller Estates 
is recommending that everyone attend this part even if they don’t take part in the wine 
tasting.
